Canadian Anglicans are supporting earthquake response by Action
by Churches Together (ACT) International through The Primate’s
World Relief and Development Fund (PWRDF). As of Thursday
February 25, PWRDF has received in house and on-line donations
amounting to $2,003,708 of which $1,989,472.21 is eligible for
government matching.
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PWRDF has sent an additional $400,000 to ACT Alliance bringing the

total to ACT to $450,000. We have also sent an additional $150,000 to

Episcopal Relief and Development (ERD) for the Episcopal Diocese of
Haiti bringing the total to $200,000. PWRDF through partners is
contributing to the needs around major priorities facing Haitians.

Temporary and transitional housing is one of those priorities, as is the

need for a reliable source of safe drinking water and sanitation services.

These initiatives will help families improve there overall health and
physical health as they rebuild their lives.
